      Spiritual and Scientific Researches about Islam.

No doubt every Muslim Believer’s Faith is based on the Unseen. 

We believe that Allah is our Almighty Lord and the Beloved Prophet (swallal lahu alayhi wasallam) is the Messenger and Prophet of Allah. We believe in all His Angels, all His Books, all His Prophets, Last Day and life after death and the Resurrection on the Day of Qayaamat. We believe that Almighty Allah is Most Powerful over everything.

Today the youths are studying Science that is a compulsory subject in the science courses. One of the things that they learn is: “Seeing is Believing” which if these scholars are not given the proper answers, they might tend to have doubts. 

This can prove to be lethal for their Imaan because we believe on the Unseen. 

Once you have doubts, you lose Imaan.

(1) Secondly if a child or an unbeliever ask you these questions, what answers will you give to that person. 

We are told to research and you will find the answers to all these questions that are clearly visible in front of us.

(2) I was also faced with these questions in a Conference in Rome, when some Muslim and Christian Scholars, confronted me with these questions. 

In this Conference there were many Professors and Learned People. 

I kept asking their Professors to answer but their answers were not satisfying nor made any sense.
Alhamdulillah! Through the Grace of the Almighty Allah, all the answers to their questions came into my mind and they were satisfied.

(3) I thank my Spiritual Teachers through whose association, I had learnt these things. I make Dua that may the Allah reward them generously, in both the Worlds.

Let’s go towards the questions asked by these people:
(4) Why we cannot see the Almighty Lord? We want these answers by showing us an

an object first and from it give us the answers. After this you can give us authentic

proofs from the Quran or Hadith.

Answer: I will give two examples to make it easy for you to understand this clearly. One from an object created by man and the other from the creation of the Almighty Lord: 

Look at the lights in this hall. What is this? 

All replied: “Light”. 

I asked them: Are you all 100% sure that these objects are lights? 

All answered: Yes. 

I asked the audience to off the lights and asked them: Now what is this? 

All were silent. 

      I said: “Now look carefully towards these objects. You can see the globes, wires and switches. Now tell me what is missing which cannot put these lights on?” 

      All replied: “Power”.

      So I asked them: Where is the power, can you see it? 

     All replied No

I asked: If someone says that I do not believe that power is required to put this       light on, then tell him to either remove the globes or open the switch and feel the power, what will happen to him? He will get a terrible shock or it might burn him or he might die.

     Remember that this power contains only 220 volts. One is not strong enough to feel this power. The Almighty Lord’s Power contains trillion and trillion volts of power. When one cannot see or feel 220 volts of power, how will how be able to see such powerful power of the Almighty Lord i.e. Allah says in the Holy Quran: Indeed Allah is most Powerful over everything.

Another example: Let’s look at the sun. One cannot look at it for a long period, as it will blind him. If you ask: “How big or what shape is the sun? All will give different answers. All will show different sizes. 

Some will say it is round, some will say that it is oblong, no one can describe its real form or size. As you go nearer to the sun, you will observe that the size becomes bigger and bigger. 

Imagine the one who goes very close to the sun. He will become blind due to its radiant brightness and will get burnt to ashes. 

When it is hot here, we can feel its heat and we complain that it is very hot, yet it is 149,600,000 km away from this earth, so imagine the intense heat that you will have to tolerate, if you go closer to the sun. It is impossible to go closer. 

The Sun is a Planet created by the Almighty Lord and we cannot see it or tolerate its heat. Such a small object brightens the whole world, how will we be able to see the Almighty Lord who created this sun? 

How bright and radiant will be His light? If He was visible to everyone, then His Light would blind us or burn us.

(5) Where does He live?

       The Almighty Lord lives in the heart of the Believers and He is present everywhere. If you look at the formation of the heart you will see it resembles the word Allah. If you hear the heart beats you will observe that in every beat it says Allah, Allah. 

       Look at an x-ray picture of the ribs, turn it upside down and now observe what words it forms. It forms the words Lah ilaha illallah Muhammadur Rasoolullah i.e.: Allah says in the Holy Quran: Those Believers whose hearts are peaceful through the Remembrance of Allah, indeed peacefulness of the heart is in the Remembrance of Allah. 

(6) We have been to the Churches, Temples and Mosques. 

       How come we do not see any pictures or Objects in the Mosques?

       Almighty Allah lives in the heart of the believers and every heartbeat calls out his Name Allah, Allah, 70 – 90 times a minute.

       Secondly when a Muslim stands up for Prayer he or she lifts both 

       Hands till the ears and submits totally to Allah, by surrendering and 

       says: Allah is Great and then folds his hands. 

       From this moment till the end of the Prayer, all those things that were legal for him i.e. eating drinking, sleeping talking become illegal. If he does any of these things while in Prayer, his Prayer will become invalid.

       Thirdly look at the formation of the word when he lifts his hands up, it forms the word Lillah (for Allah).

       Since Islam means to submit totally to Allah, if we had pictures or objects in the     

       Mosque, then one would be associating someone with Allah for Worship and this is   

       strictly forbidden in Islam. 

       A Muslim keeps testifying that No one is worthy of worship besides Allah and Muhammad is the Messenger of Allah to strengthen his Faith.

(7) How far does the Lord live from us?

       The Almighty Lord lives in between the letters B and E. Whatever He wishes to create he utters Be and it become into a form. 

       Allah says in the Holy Quran: “When my servants ask you, where am I? Say: 

      “I am very close to them.”

(8) How would you prove that the Almighty Lord’s Name is Allah and He has 99 Names?

Why does one possess five fingers? 

Look carefully at the formation of these fingers of the right hand. 

The thumb represents Alif , the next three fingers form the two Laams and the small finger forms the Heh .  

So all the fingers and thumb of the right hand form the word Allah. 

As regard to the 99 Names, look at the palm of your right hand and you will see these marks ~ 8 this in Arabic numbers is 18. 

On the left hand you will see these marks 8~ this is 81 in Arabic and if you add both numbers, it will become 99. 

So Allah’s Message to us is: “My Name is Allah and I have 99 Names. Call Me through any of My Names, at any time you wish and I will listen to your plea.” 

Like Allah says in the Holy Quran: “I listen to the Prayer of every suppliant when he calls Me. Let them also willfully listen to My Call, and believe in Me, so that 

they maybe rightfully directed.

(9) Why does a Muslim pick up his hands in the manner that he makes Dua?

I showed you why we have five fingers, in the same manner the thumb of the right hand represents Alif the four fingers of the right hand become Laam, the four fingers of the left hand become the second Laam and the last finger becomes Heh.

      In this posture you would see the word Allah. 

      So in brief Allah wants us to look at his Name and call Him by any Name at any time and He will listen to your plea.

(10) Why does one have to testify and read the Kalema to become a Muslim?

When the Almighty Allah created all the Souls, He put them in Ahlameh Arwah (World of Souls) and asked them: Will you all believe in Me and accept Me as your Lord? 

All the Believers replied: “Yes”. 

That is why Allah says in the Holy Quran in Surah Yaseen: Oh Children of Adam!  “Do you remember the Oath that you took that you will not follow or worship the Shaytaan? You will only worship Me, this is the Straight Path.
      This is why that one testifies and proclaims that no one is worthy of worship besides Allah and Muhammad is Allah’s Servant and Messenger.

      In brief when one does this, he agrees to obey and follow all the Commands of Allah and His Beloved Prophet Muhammad (swallal lahu alayhi wasallam).  If he associated anyone else for Worship that he will lose Imaan.

(11) What was the first Function to be celebrated and who was the Lecturer?

Today if we decide to have a function, we book a lecturer, then when the time arrives we send invitations, so that people may know the date, time, venue and who will lecture and what the program will be.

       Look at the last Chapter of the 3rd Sipara. 

       Allah said: We had a meeting with all the Prophets (124,00.000). 

       Very soon My Beloved Prophet will come to you with the Book of Guidance. Will you all believe in Him and assist Him. All said yes. Allah said: Become witness to each other and I will be among the Testifiers.

       What this Ayat means is that when Allah desired to celebrate Meelaad-un-Nabi, He assembled the Souls of all the Prophets and announced to them that all the Prophets must read the Kalema of Muhammad (swallal lahu alayhi wasallam). Sing His Praises till He arrives and He will be the Main Lecturer. 

        So in this Meelaad-un-Nabi Function, Allah was the Lecturer, all the Souls of the Prophets, participated in the audience.

       This is why you find, in the Original Books that the Prophets came with, they described or mentioned about the arrival of the Beloved Prophet Muhammad (swallal lahu alayhi wasallam). 

       What we also learnt from this Verse is, though the other Ummats read the Kalema of their Prophets, the Prophets read the Kalema of the Beloved Prophet (swallal lahu lahu alayhi wasallam)

       To celebrate Meelaad is the Sunnat of Allah and He commanded all the Prophets to do this also.

(12) How was it possible for the Holy Prophet (swallal lahu alayhi wasallam) to go for Meraaj, see all the things and return back in such a short time?

Hazrat Izraeel (alayhis salaam) is an Angel. Allah has granted to him the power to take the Souls of everyone in this World.

       In one second He takes out the Soul of thousands in the world. Yet if you are standing near someone who is taking the last breaths of his life you observed that this moment could last for hours or sometimes days. So how was it possible for the Angel of Death, to be present there for such a long period and at the same time take out Souls from others around the whole world? Allah shortened the period for him, whereas for us what we witnessed took a long time.

       There are many examples like this. Another one I would like to show to you is Munkar Nakeer who are two Angels. They are given the task to go into every grave and ask questions. 

       How is it possible for two Angels to go into thousands of graves at the same time and ask these questions? Allah shortened the time for them and granted them the Power to be present in every grave.

        Same how Allah shorten time during the Night of Meraaj for the Beloved Prophet (swallal lahu alayhi wasallam).

        Another example is that if we are told to look at the sun, that is 149.600.000 from 

        Earth, in one glimpse the eyes of a normal person can see it and return. How was 

        this possible? 

(13)  Did He go for Meraaj, Spiritually or Physically).

        When one goes to sleep, he sees many things in his dream but when he gets up in the morning he remembers things partially or sometimes nothing.

       The Holy Prophet (swallal lahu alayhi wasallam) said:

       The dreams of a True Believer is the 46th part of the Noor of the 

       Prophets

If Holy Prophet (swallal lahu alayhi wasallam) went Spiritually, then why was there a need for transport? Spirits do not require transport to travel anywhere.

Why did Hazrat Jibreel (alayhis salaam) come with a Buraaq? 

        The speed of the Buraaq was, each step it took, it reached the 

        distance, till where the eyes of a normal person could see. 
         Remember this was the first time that He went to Baitul Muqaddas in Israel. When He returned and told everyone about the Meraaj Journey, they wanted Him to describe how many windows and doors Baitul Muqaddas had. He described this in detail.

         He also told them about a caravan which was on its way back, how many people were in it, what they did, possessed and when they will return. He described the whole Event of Meraaj in detail. All this could be done physically only.

     The Muslim Scholars asked:

(1) Why is Kaaba called the Kaaba?

In Arabic anything which is square is called Mak-ab. Since the 

Kaaba was built square, it acquired its name Kaaba.

      Also in Arabic, Kaab is a joint, this is why we are told in the Holy 

      Quran that while making ablution to wash the feet till Kaabain. 

      (two ankle-joints).

      In Arabic Kaaba means a high building. Since it was the highest

      building at that time when it was built that is why it is called Kaaba.

(2) Why does one put the light off at night, then climbs onto the bed to sleep?

There are two reasons for this. When one lies down in darkness it will make one think that the grave will also be like this. He can picture what will happen, after he is buried in the grave and ponder over what good things he did, so that he can be successful there.

      Secondly he does this so that he can leave all the worldly things 

     behind and he can sleep peacefully. Observe carefully that when he discarded

     all the worldly things, look at what his Soul began to see.  

     So all these things can be achieved by discarding the world.

     If you look at the life of the Saints, you will observe that they lived a very simple

     life and discarded the worldly things. They were so engulfed in the Ocean of the      

     Love of the Almighty Allah and His Beloved Prophet (swallal lahu alayhi 

      wasallam) that the pleasures of this world could not attract their attention.

      Everything they did, was only for the Pleasure of Allah.

      It was due to this, that they became closer to Almighty Allah and their Positions

      were elevated and today the whole world takes their Names with respect.

     Thirdly one notices that a baby while it is playing it looks upwards and talks to someone in a dialogue, that we do not understand. We also noticed that a person, who is taking his last breaths of Life, are not conscious of the worldly 

     environment, their eyes also are looking towards where their Souls are taking them. One can offer them, the most precious things of this world, yet they show no interest. Who is the baby taking to or how far can the person who is taking his last breaths see?

     Same how our Souls also travel at night and visit all the places they 

     wish. That is why sometimes you see a deceased person whose Soul, your 

     Soul has met. 

     Sometimes you recognize a place, where you have been, for the first time. It means  your Soul has come to this place.

     Sleep is also an imitation of death i.e. look at the meaning of the Dua

     that you read after you get up. Thanks be to Allah for giving me life

     after death. When did you die? At the time you went to sleep.

(3) Why does one go to Madina?

Let us ask the Holy Quran for this answer. Allah says in the 5th 

Sipara: “When anyone of you oppresses his Soul (commits a sin) 

Oh My Beloved! Tell them to come to you. Repent in front of you. 

You make Dua for them. Then they will find Allah to be Most 

      Forgiving and Merciful.

      The Holy Prophet (swallal lahu alayhi wasallam) said: Whoever visits 

      My Shrine, My Intercession becomes compulsory for him.

      He also said: That person is a miser who comes to this land and does

      not visit Me.

(4) Who is a millionaire? 

A millionaire is that person who has a shelter, eats properly and 

when he puts his head on the pillow, he has a good sleep.

     Look at the life of a millionaire of this world. He needs security, 

     his house has to have high walls with guards and vicious dogs. He eats

     tit bits of food and if anyone has to visit him, he is afraid that they do 

    not steal his wealth. When he goes to bed to sleep he needs a handful

    of tablets. Would you call such a person a millionaire?

(4) Which is the best water in the world that poured once and only a few lucky ones drank?

     That water which poured out from the Fingers of the Holy Prophet

     (swallal lahu alayhi wasallam) and the thirsty Sahaabas drank.

(5)  When is it Farz, Sunnat and Haraam to say Bismillah?

 It is Farz to say Bimillahi Allahu Akbar when you slaughter animals

        and if you do not sat this the animal will be Haraam to eat.

        Sunnat to say Bismillah before you eat or do any work. Haraam to 

        Say Bismillah and then murder someone.

(6)   What prove do you have that we must send Salaams to the Prophet and Saints?

There are two authentic proofs to this question.

        Allah says in the 22nd Sipara: Indeed Allah and His Angels send

        Durood to the Prophet. Oh you who believe! You also send Durood

        To Him and Salaams with Respect.

        When the Holy Prophet (swallal lahu alayhi wasallam) went for 

        Meraaj. He was saying these words: All Oral Worship are for 

        Allah, all bodily Worship are for You and all Good Things are for 

        You only. 

        Allah replied: Salaams to you Oh Beloved Prophet!

        The Holy Prophet (swallal lahu alayhi wasallam) said: Salaams to

        Pious Servants of Allah.

        When the Angels heard this they testified and read the 2nd Kalema.

        Allah loved this and placed it in every Salah.

        If one misses this out in Salah, his Salah will not be complete.

        Another point to note is that while reading Salah if someone 

        greets or replied the greetings of someone, his Salah will break.

        Yet here in Salah the Salah did not break when we sent Salaam to 

        The Holy Prophet (swallal lahu alayhi wasallam) and the Pious Ones.

        Another point to observe is that after completing the whole Salah, you 

        have to turn your neck towards the right and left shoulder and make 

        Salaam, then only, your Salah will be complete. Who are you making

        Salaam to? You are making Salaam to all the Angels who also come 

        and join for Salah. If you do not do this, you will have to remain in that position

        till you make those Salaam and you will become free from the all the

        Obligations and improper things you were prohibited to do while

        performing Salah. 

        We are also told to make Salaam when we enter our homes, even if there

        is no one inside. Who are you making Salaams to?

        In brief to abide with the Rules of Salah, we terminate our Salah with Salaams,  

        then send Durood-e-Ebrahim. It was the Holy Prophet (swallal lahu alayhi  

        wasallam) who sent Salaams to the Pious One. Who are the Saints? Are they not 

        the Pious Ones. If it was improper then He would not have sent Salaams to them in 

       Front of Allah.

        Taking about Salah look carefully at the Postures of Salah. When he 

         stands in Qiyaam, while reading Sureh Fateha etc. his body forms the

         alphabet Alif. When he makes Ruku it forms the alphabet Heh, at the

         time of Sajda it forms Meem and in Qaida it forms Dhaal. If you add

         all these alphabets it forms the Word Ahmad. We are ordered to send

         Salaam and Durood, we do at the termination of the Salah.

       We learnt something from this incident that to send Salaams at the 

       end of any Function is very important. Just like in Salah at the 

       end, if one did not send Salaam his Salah will not be complete. 

       Same how at the termination of any Islamic Function, if one does not

       send Duroodow Salaam, the Function will not be complete.

        Who introduced us to Allah? Who invited us to Islam? Who gave us

        the Quran? Who taught you how to perform Salah & Haj. Besides 

        this, Allah clearly states that if it was not for the Holy Prophet

        (swallal lahu alayhi wasallam) He would not have created both the

        Worlds etc. 

        So how can we be ungrateful and forget that person for whom all 

        these things were created and the luxuries of these things we are 

        enjoying till today.

        Remember that it was through His Association that we became the

        Most Superior Ummat, received the Best Book (Holy Quran) etc.

(7)  What are the things that a millionaire can not buy?

       Faith, Good Deeds (unless he gives his wealth in charity), Love,

       Peace, Prayers, Tears which Allah loves, Peaceful Sleep without any 

       tablets, Mother, Youth, Respect. 

(9) The first Alphabet in Arabic is Alif and the first Symbol is Zabar, why does the Holy Quran start with the second Alphabet (Beh) and a Zer not Zabar?

There are a few lessons to learn from this.

     In the 7th Kalema we testify that we believe in Allah and His Angels,

     and all His Books. How will this be possible, when the previous Books 

     have been altered or changed. 

     Allah the Most Merciful combined all the previous Original Scriptures and put it into one Book which He presented to us which is called the Holy Quran. 

     In order to understand the Quran, He put the whole meaning of it in 

     Sureh Fateha. To understand Sureh Fateha, He put the meaning in 

     Bismillah. The whole meaning of Bismillah is in the Dot of Beh.

     The Secret behind this, is Allah is teaching us how to show respect.

     Allah’s Message is: Oh my servants! Before you take My Name become like this Dot and Zer. Surrender and Submit to Me completely and take My Name.

     If you do this then you will find me Most Beneficent and Merciful.

     If you try to put the Dot on top, then I will take that Dot and throw it 

     under the Heh of Raheem and you will become rajeem (cursed).

     Secondly when Allah took that Oath from us after He created the 

     Souls, He asked: Will you all accept me as your Almighty Lord,

     all the Believers said: Bala (Yes).

       Allah took the Beh of Bala and placed it in the Beh of Bismillah.

       Allah’s Message is: Oh My Servants! Do not forget that Oath that

       You took with Me. Look at this Beh and remember that Oath and 

       Obey all My Commands and like this Zer remain under the Banner

       of My Beloved Prophet (swallal lahu alayhi wasallam), obey and 

       follow Him. 

       If you do this and call My Name then you will find Me to be Most 

       Beneficent and Merciful. 

       Allah says in the 22nd Sipara: Those people who annoy Allah and 

       His Prophet, then Allah’s curse be on them in both the Worlds and 

       the most terrible punishment will be showered on them.

       Allah clearly states in the 3rd Sipara: Oh My Beloved! Say to your 

       Ummat, that if they want Allah to love them, then they must firstly 

       Obey You, then only Allah will love them and forgive their sins. Allah as 

       Most Forgiving and Merciful.

(8)   Does the Holy Prophet (swallal lahu alayhi wasallam) possess Unseen (Divine) Knowledge?

The whole Quran is Divine Knowledge. In order to understand the 

      Holy Quran, we have to look towards the Life and Sayings of the Holy Prophet (swallal lahu alayhi wasallam). 

      The Quran orders us to be clean, perform Salah, give Zakaat, keep 

      Fast and perform Haj.

      How you must do these things, we had to look at how the Holy Prophet (swallal lahu alayhi wasallam) did these things.

      Secondly it cost the Americans millions of Dollars to send someone to the 

      Moon. The Astronauts had to wear special suits & equipment to go 

      to the Moon. The distance of the moon is 384.403 km from the Earth.

      They had cameras and remained there for a specific time.

      Till today they cannot describe what is inside the moon, they just brought back a few rocks and are still baffled. They are still experimenting to find out about the reality of the Moon.

      Our Holy Prophet (swallal lahu alayhi wasallam) did not have any special suits or equipments, yet on a Buraaq went past the Moon,

      Sun, till He reached Sidratul Muntaha. From there on a Ruffruff, He went past those places, where the Angel Jibreel (alayhis salaam) could not go. Till finally He reached that place where no one besides Allah could reach.

      This Incident lasted for so short time that when He returned, the key

      was still shaking and his bed was still warm.

      The Most Amazing Thing is that He described all the stages in Heaven, which Prophets He met, how many Veils He passed.

      He further described all the stages in Hell, Pul Siraat and many other

      things, which no other Prophets had been to or saw.

      He predicted to us the small and big signs of Qayaamat.

      An amazing thing to ponder over is that while he was travelling on the Buraaq whose one step was till how far the eyes could see, at such fast speed He looked down and saw Sayyidina Moosa (alayhis salaam) busy performing Salah in His Grave.

     Once He was passing a place where there were graves and told the 

     Companions that the deceased were being punished in the grave. 

     He even predicted for what offence they were punished.

     In Ghazala, which is near Madina, while going for Pilgrimage, He stopped here to rest and predicted that Sayyidina Moosa (alayhis salaam) had passed this place with 70.000 Israelis, while going for Pilgrimage. He described what type of camel He was riding and what type of cloak He was wearing at that time.

     He further predicted that Qayaamat will not come till Sayyidina 

     Isaah (alayhis salaam) does pass through this place for Haj or Umra.

     There are many examples of Him possessing Unseen Knowledge and why should one have doubts about this. He is the Most Superior and Beloved Prophet of Allah and granted Him the Highest Stage. 

      When one is staying in a high place he can see those things which the people 

      below cannot see. So if the people below hear the things what their friend can

        see from the place where he is staying, they will not believe him till they go to

        that place and see it for themselves.

    Allah exposed all the Secrets of Reality to His Most Beloved One.

    Till today when we look at the History of the Saints, we find that they were ordered by the Holy Prophet (swallal lahu alayhi wasallam) to go to places all over the World to help the Oppressed and invite all to Islam. No matter where you go in this World you will always find the Followers of these Saints. 

        Our Holy Prophet (swallal lahu alayhi wasallam) could converse with

        Animals also. They also complained of their problems to Him i.e. the camel, buck,    

        bird etc.

(11) Is He alive or dead?

        First of all Allah has made it Haraam, for the soil to touch the 

        Sacred Bodies of the Prophets.

        To understand this question clearly, lets look at the Quran and see 

        what it says regarding the Martyrs. Allah says in the 2nd Sipara 2nd Ruku: Do not 

        say about those who are slain in the Path of Allah, that they are dead. Nay they are 

        alive but you all will not  understand it.

       So if the Martyrs are alive how can the Most Beloved Prophet (swallal lahu alayhi 

       wasallam) be dead?

       Let’s look at this from a scientific point. 

       Today if the Main Power Station, from where we get our power had 

       to break down forever, what will happen to all of us. 

       We will have no lights, since the water pumps need power to push water till our  homes, they will also stop and we will have no water. Our stoves, fridges and everything that works by power will stop working. 

       All parishable goods will go bad. 

       Besides this, how many other damages we will have to suffer.

       If this had to continue for a long period, there will be a very big problem. 

       Even the Hospitals will not be able to help us, if they do not have a 

       generators to run their equipment for operations.

       Everything will come to a stand still.

       You will find everyone running in all directions. Some going to the rivers 

       or dam to fill water, some looking for wood to light fire. 

       Some going to places where the can buy food etc. It will cause havoc 

       everywhere. People will have to leave their work to do this.

       One man made thing stopped and we had to go through so much problems.

       All will be looking for generators to operate their stoves etc.

       What will be the position of those who are living in flats, if they can not 

       find generators. They can not light fires in the flat. 

       This was only a scientific point.

        Let’s go towards the question asked.

        Once the Sahaaba-e Kiraam asked the Holy Prophet (swallal lahu alayhi wasallam): “What was the first thing that Almighty Allah created?

       He replied: “My Noor”

       As this is a very long Hadith, I will try to explain this briefly.

       He then said: My Noor was then divided and from this Noor, Allah 

       created the Pen, Tablet, Throne, Heaven, Earth, Sun, Moon, Stars and 

       all the Prophets etc.

       Just imagine what would happen if this Noor had to leave us and go away 

       forever? All those things that were created from this Noor would be 

       distinguished. 

       The Entire Universe and everything created from it, will be in darkness.

       Unlike the other Ummats we are still reading the same Kalema, Quran, 

       Salah, keeping Fasts in Ramadaan, giving Zakaat and Performing Haj. 

       We are still following the same Islamic Laws.

       Whereas the other Ummats were commanded to obey and follow the things that the   

       Holy Prophet (swallal lahu alayhi wasallam) showed but when they refused, they 

       became non-believers.

      The Soul of a Muslim is shown his abode in Paradise or Hell before

      he dies. If he is a Jannati then his Soul is told to rest and go wherever it 

      desires. That is why when we enter the Graveyard we make Salaam to the 

      Grave Dwellers. 

      To make Salaam is Sunnat and to answer it is Waajib (compulsory). 

      So this means that the People in the grave are alive because it is compulsory 

      for them to answer your Salaam. They can see and hear you.
      The Soul of a non-believer is not shown a destination and it will roam till       

      Qayaamat, all over the World looking for a shelter to rest.

       In a Hadith it is reported that whoever sends Durood-o-Salaam to the Holy

       Prophet (swallal lahu alayhi wasallam), Allah has appointed an Angel to go

       and say at the Sacred Shine of the Holy Prophet (swallal lahu alayhi wasallam) 

       certain person son of certain person sent Duroodow Salaams to you.

      Looking at this question since science says: Seeing is Believing;     

      Let me show you a beautiful example to make you understand this point clearly.

      Go to the homes of those lucky people who possess the Sacred Hair of the Holy

      Prophet (swallal lahu alayhi wasallam). 

      Alhamdulillah! This Miracle is still alive till today and Insha-Allah it will remain 

      alive till Qayaamat.

      The Great Miracle about this is, if a lucky person is given a single Sacred Hair

      and he places it in honeywax and puts perfume and looks after it. Then the more

      Duroodow Salaam, he reads, he will notice that the Sacred Hair will begin to

      grow bigger and soon the whole wax bowl will become full of Sacred Hair.

      Another thing to observe is that it does not have a shadow. Also when the whole

      Congregation send Duroodow Salaam, they all stand up to answer the Salaam.

      Try and put one of your hair and see if it multiplies or grows.

      Remember these Sacred Hair were given to the Companions of the Holy Prophet

      (swallal lahu alayhi wasallam) while He was having his haircut. If the Hair can be

      alive, then how can the Beloved One for whom this entire Worlds and its contents

      were created, be deceased?

        He met all the other Prophets in Baitul Mukaddas, then when He ascended towards the Heavens, He met them again. So this means that all the Prophets are alive but they are now living in another Abode.

         In brief Death means, to leave one destination cross the bridge and go to another destination.

        There are many other things i.e. fruits, vegetables etc. where the Almighty Allah’s

        and His Beloved One’s Names are clearly visible. People are seeing these Miracles 

        all over the world.

        Why are these Miracles exposed? Ponder carefully over this point.

       Recently a child was born in India, in a non-Muslim home and on the elbow of his right hand the word “Muhammad” was inscribed twice. 

       When this child was taken to some Muslim Person, he recognise what it said and when the Parents of this Parents heard this they embraced Islam.

       The Holy Quran says: “We have sent You as a Mercy for both the Worlds.” 

       Did this World come to an end?

        Let’s look at another example in the next question and see a living Miracle.        
(12)  How does honey become the sweetest thing in the World?                                  

 The Queen Bee lays 3000 eggs.

 Once the Holy Prophet (swallal lahu alayhi wasallam) accompanied by some

 Companions were passing through a desert. The Companions complained of       hunger and they did not possess a single morsel of food or water.

The Holy Prophet (swallal lahu alayhi wasallam) said: Go on the other side of the hill and there you will see a swarm of bees. Go and tell the Queen Bee that I want to see her. The Companions were scared that the bees might sting them.

The Holy Prophet (swallal lahu alayhi wasallam) ordered: Do not fright! Go near and tell that the Beloved Messenger of Allah would like to see her.

So they went and the Queen Bee accompanied them. The Beloved Prophet

(swallal lahu alayhi wasallam) told her of the plight of the Companions.

She replied: Send someone with a vessel and I will give them honey.

The Companions went and brought the honey and the Queen Bee sat there.

After all had eaten the Holy Prophet (swallal lahu alayhi wasallam) asked:

Tell us how does the honey become sweet whereas if you taste the nectar and the pollen of the flowers, it is not sweet.

The Queen Bee replied: Oh Beloved Prophet Of Allah! From the time I sit to work

I bow my head down in respect and send Durood Sharief continuously and I have also ordered my workers that when they extract the pollen, they must also read Durood Sharief. It is through the Barkat of this Durood Sharief that this honey

becomes sweet. So the Queen recites Durood Sharief 3000 times and the result you

see in the honey. Can you find anything sweeter than honey.

This is the reason that the bee stings someone who disturbs it while it is sending Durood Sharief. The worker bee dies after it stings someone but if the Queen Bee

had to sting someone, his life can be in danger.

An ordinary bee does not like to be disturbed while it is sending

Durood Sharief. It is the through the Barkat of Durood Sharief

that the honey becomes the sweetest thing in the World. 

Just imagine what benefits that person will derive, who reads it constantly, with respect and sincerity from the heart.

It is reported in a Hadith that Dua is never rejected which is in between two

Durood Sharief.

It is also reported that when Sayyina Nabi Aadam (alayhis salaam) desired to marry Ma Hawa, as a dowry he had to send Durood Sharief to the Beloved

Prophet (swallal lahu alayhi wasallam).

(13)  Besides the Prophet and the Pious who is the most superior person?

The person who greets first.

(14)  In the same manner who is the strongest person in the world?

The Person who swallows his anger. Shaytaan enters the body and 

whispers evil things in the heart of Mankind and this is what causes one to do evil things. That is why in Sureh Naas, we seek Protection from Allah, to protect us from the one who whispers evils things in the hearts of Mankind.

(15)  Are you poor or rich?

Alhamdulillah! I am rich, in the sense that Allah has granted me Imaan, best Religion, Holy Quran, Most Superior Prophet, created me in the best Ummat etc. 

He has also granted me the most precious organs in the body that the world’s best scientists cannot create i.e. heart Soul, eyes, blood, tears etc.

The first cry of the baby after it is born. If it does not cry, the mother’s can become hysterical, mad or her life can be in danger.

living with her. She prefers to live in isolation and darkness.
